Business South Bank Annual General Meeting

Business South Bank Chair Barton Green reported that the Association
started its second decade of operations strongly, with the security of stable
membership and a sound “ nancial position behind it.

There were a number of key activities undertaken in 2010 which were focussed on the
mid- to long-term future of the Association, these included.
- Afinancial planning workshop and strategy to look at how the Association’s

funds are raised and spent and additional ways to raise monies to support

- Acomprehensive Strategic Planning review including the development of a
Strategic Plan for 2010-2013.

- Aprecinct-wide sustainability audit to map water and energy use and
management as part of a benchmarking study.

- Engagement with TransLink over the Grey and Melbourne Streets intersection and
the creation of a specific public transport directory for BSB members and their staff.

- BSB’sinvolvement, through the Precinct Future Committee, on the finalisation of
the South Brisbane Riverside Renewal Strategy.

- The development of a safety and security policy for the Association which will help
direct BSB’s efforts and engagement with police, security agencies and members.

- And a successful year of networking events and CEO lunches which saw a parade
of Ministers and others mingle with members, including Premier Anna Bligh, Lord
Mayor Campbell Newman (twice), Deputy Premier and Minister for Health Paul
Lucas, Minister for Infrastructure and Planning Stirling Hinchliffe, Minister for Police,
Corrective Services and Emergency Services Neil Roberts, Minister for Tourism and Fair
Trading Peter Lawlor and State Opposition Leader John-Paul Langbroek.
